                            OASCES HISTORY
In 1975, the Ohio Association of Supervisors and Work Study Coordinators of Special Education Programs (OASWSC) was organized in order to take a proactive role in the development and implementation of special education services in the state of Ohio. Over the past 27 years it has become the largest special education service in the state. Special Education Supervisors, Work-Study Coordinators and Transition to work (TTW) service providers actively participate in the organization.

At its annual in Columbus in the spring of 2001, OASWSC officially changed its name to the Ohio Association of Supervisors and Coordinators for Exceptional Students, OASCES. The new name was selected in response to changes in licensure and state rules for the provision of services to children with disabilities. The name has changed but the mission is still the same.

OASCES (pronounced "oasis" ) is recognized by the Ohio Office for Exceptional Children as a key organization involved in the shaping of special education program and services. As such, OASCES and the Office for Exceptional Children enjoy open communication and reciprocal participation in meetings and conferences on a regular basis.

OASCES has been a supporter of the Ohio Coalition for the Education of Children with Disabilities and is an affiliated member of the Coalition.
