WHO QUALIFIES:  
· Four (4) Senior High School Student Scholarships will be awarded by the Ohio Association of Supervisors and Coordinators of Exceptional Students to students with disabilities to be used to further their post high school education and/or training program.  Each scholarship $400.00.
· One (1) New OASCES Member Scholarship or OASCES Existing Member to cover the cost of attending the annual conference (room at hotel and conference cost).  Names will be chosen from new membership applications.  Nothing additional needs to be submitted to be considered.
· One (1) OASCES Member Continuing Education Scholarship to pay for pursing further schooling in the field of Transition or a related area.
PROCEDURE: 

1. Application must be turned in by February 2, 2012 to the Scholarship Committee Chairperson (see application for mailing address).  
2. The application will be reviewed and voted on by the Scholarship Committee.

3. The scholarships recipients will be notified before the Spring OASCES Conference.  They will be awarded locally at Region meetings in the Spring.  The funds will be distributed upon proof of bill from the educational institution. Proof of bill must be submitted by February 1, 2013 or monies will be forfeited.  
APPLICANTS FOR HGH SCHOOL STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP:
Students are required to write a 500 word (or less) essay and submit it in a typed format by hard copy and mail or electronically by email.  The essay must include information about the student’s background, where they plan to attend post-secondary training or college, what they plan to study and what they plan to do afterwards with their education and training in terms of a career.  They also need to submit a letter of recommendation from an educator and the Scholarship Application with their essay to:
